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The “WAR Trauma Rehabilitations in Ukraine” (WTR) project was
launched by the CF “Patients of Ukraine” in June 2022 to
strengthen the capacity of Ukraine’s rehabilitation system and
ensure that both military personnel and civilians affected by the
war have access to high-quality rehabilitation care.

Over time, the project has grown into a strong initiative aimed

at the systemic development of the rehabilitation sector in
Ukraine, gaining the support of key stakeholders and
international partners.

POLICY DEVELOPMENT A

All the experience and knowledge we gained have been directed
toward transforming rehabilitation policies to make the system more
sustainable and patient-friendly. We have been actively involved in
developing the necessary legislation to ensure the effective
functioning of the rehabilitation system in Ukraine.

Throughout the initiative’s work, we proposed amendments to more
than 60 regulatory acts and documents, over 40 of which have already
been adopted. These include those that:

established clear guidelines for the operation of
multidisciplinary rehabilitation teams and defined professional
requirements;

simplified patients’ access to assistive rehabilitation devices;

improved quality standards for service delivery and professional
education;

outlined approaches to service financing and patient pathway
management.

DEVELOPMENT OF THE REHABILITAT

To strengthen the network, we also organized training sessions for
healthcare professionals and multidisciplinary teams. In addition, our
initiative contributed to improving education and enhancing the
qualifications of specialists in Ukrainian universities.

For 3.5 years, we have conducted more than 110 training events with
over 2500 professionals from different regions of Ukraine.

We supported the development of educational and methodological
materials for key curriculum components in the training programs
forphysical therapists, occupational therapists, and nurses.

We also implemented a hybrid program for educators from 18 Ukrainian
universities, covering physical therapy in pediatrics, physical therapy in
intensive care units, and occupational therapy in pediatrics.

In cooperation with the National Health
Service of Ukraine, we developed 3 online
courses dedicated to the role of
rehabilitation in the healthcare system,

the use of the International Classification

of Functioning, Disability and Health (ICF),

and the documentation of the
rehabilitation process.

In partnership with the Physiopedia
educational platform, we created 3
Ukrainian-language online courses on
neurorehabilitation.

We conducted a postgraduate
specialization course in speech and
language therapy

and developed a specialization program for rehabilitation nurses.

PROCUREMENT OF EQUIPMENT AND ASS
REHABILITATION DEVICES

We are developing a rehabilitation network across the country — both
at the regional and community levels — so that every person can
receive care close to home. One of the ways to strengthen this network

is through the procurement of rehabilitation equipment for healthcare

facilities.

DIRECT SUPPORT TO PATY

Our experts assisted with the coordination of individual cases.

We conducted

2590 speech and language therapy sessions for 24 veterans
with traumatic brain injuries.

We handled

50 inquiries through our hotline from patients with spinal cord
injuries and other conditions, providing assistance in referral
to rehabilitation services.

approximately ~70 inquiries from foster care services.

We supported unique reconstructive surgeries for 188 patients
as part of the “Face the Future” missions.

RAISING AWARENESS

To develop the rehabilitation sector in Ukraine, it is important to raise
public awareness about the significance of a systemic approach and
the widespread implementation of evidence-based rehabilitation. As
part of the initiative, a large-scale communication campaign was
conducted to foster understanding of the importance of high-quality
rehabilitation and to engage society in supporting changes in this field.

The campaign reached:

over 5 000 000 people through social media;
over 14 000 000 people via mass media, including
nationwide TV broadcasts and radio programs.
